I. Call to Order









The meeting was called to order by Chair Frank Carl at 8:07 am.

II. Approval of CACASA Legislative Committee Minutes
The minutes of May 16, 2007 were approved as written.

III. Old Business  

Federal Legislation HR 667/HR 2419 (Farm Bill) Update - Cansler Report
Eric Lauritzen gave a summary of the history of the CACASA legislative language and the status of the proposed federal appropriations, Senate Farm Bill, and working with industry to achieve our mutual goal.  

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA: 1) authorize members of CACASA to travel to Washington DC and 2) reimburse CACASA members for reasonable expenses that the budget allows for these legislative trips.

AB 868 (Davis) Fuel temperature study. (Watch) Status: Senate Committee on Appropriations (7-23-07). 
There have been requests by members of the Legislature to support this bill in the Assembly Committee on Business & Professions.  CACASA has stated that we would work with the author of the bill.  The Speaker’s Office has been interacting with Frank Carl on the language of the bill.  CACASA has not taken a position on this bill.  Eric Lauritzen reported that CDFA has requested that any cost analysis be performed by another agency.
