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The meeting was called to order by Chairman Bill Gillette at 9:35 am.

 I.     Approval of Minutes

         M/S/P to approve the minutes of the May 16, 2007 meeting with the following correction to item III. B: “DPR has asked OAL for a delayed implementation date of January 1, 2008, to allow employers time to meet the requirements”.   Harvard Fong is available for training.
II.     Old Business

A.     Mill Disbursement Sub-Committee Report –
Frank Carl 
Frank reported on the seven proposals reviewed by the sub-committee.  One of the      proposals was a request from San Francisco County to adjust a previous mill distribution (in the amount of $71,796).  After discussion, it was MSP to approve San Francisco County’s request for a mill disbursement adjustment and allow those funds to be drawn from the existing residual mill trust account overseen by Los Angeles County and that motion was forwarded to the Board of Directors.  The total amount of all seven proposals was $388,369.  
Regarding the Inyo-Mono and San Benito requests for additional staffing, it was suggested that the committee consider policies for such requests, such as an end point for such funding; supporting documents from DPR; or a letter from the CAO or BOS indicating a plan for eventually absorbing those costs.  The area groups were asked to review all of the proposals prior to the winter conference and discuss options for policies to deal with requests to fund ongoing staffing issues.  
Frank distributed his survey of counties involved with AIRS.  Counties were reminded that this is a pilot project and it essential that the equipment be tested under field conditions. 
B.     DIR/DPR/CACASA MOU Update – Linda O’Connell, DPR 
There is concern over jurisdictional boundaries in pesticide-related incidents.  The document will be brought back to the Association after further discussion and review. 
C.      MITC Mitigation Measures Update – Linda O’Connell, DPR
A document is expected to be ready for review by CAC’s and interested parties by late September.  If no significant changes are necessary, it may be ready for distribution by October or November.
D.      Structural Pest Control Issues – Kelly Okuma / Kathy Boyle
· The SPCB has an amendment to regulations regarding the fumigation notice, log, and reentry notice.
· Discussion of “Orange Oil”; use seems to be increasing; efficacy is being advertised as on par with tenting for termite control and “safer”.
· SPCB task force is reviewing Title 16, section 1999.5 “false and misleading advertising”.  NRDC and Environment California claim that the section is too restrictive preventing the public from hearing non-misleading claims about environmentally superior services.  Hearings on new language tentatively set for October.
· Structural-related legislation includes: AB 1717 (civil penalties); AB 126 (structural NOI pilot program); SB 1047 (B&P revisions; would affect inspection form; may have to hand write alternate code sections, some affect to AIRS program).
· Amendment to allow electronic submission of structural PUR’s to address the current requirement for stamp to be “affixed” to monthly report.  It was decided that Bill Gillette and Frank Carl will serve as contacts regarding this issue.
· Vikane 1 ppm: registered, available fall, 2007.  Zythor 1 ppm: label changes, going through registration review.  Master Fume 1 ppm: label changes, going through registration review.  All products will be concurrently available for some time.  Inspectors are reminded to be extra vigilant in reviewing labels at fumigation sites due to differences in the respective labels.

· Branch III personnel will also be subject to the upcoming respiratory regulatory changes; outreach is advised.

E.       Enforcement Response Regulations Subcommittee – Gillette/Roy Rutz
· Decision Reports: new forms have been developed; if a different format is used it may not provide sufficient information; full Adobe software is needed to save file electronically.   There is much interest in the reports from external stakeholders.
· Each area group is expected to gather significant information/issues affecting counties regarding Enforcement Response Regulations ; the subcommittee will meet by the end of September to discuss the points raised by the area groups.
· The committee reaffirmed the need for licensing for farm management firms.
· Authorized representatives are allowed to make permit changes which commit the operator to the terms of the permit; the private applicator carries the responsibility for all compliance requirements.
· “Spray Safe” is an voluntary, industry-driven compliance program in Kern County.  DPR has received a grant request to expand the program from the Directors of the program.  David Moore noted it has “changed the culture” in Kern County as growers are encouraging other growers to be proactive in preventing pesticide incidents.  A separate spray“ notification program” between permitted growers - not to be confused with Spray Safe -  will be initiated by the Kern CAC as of January 1.
F. Respiratory Protection Regulations – Sue Edmiston
Eleven training sessions were scheduled through the end of September.  The enforcement branch is expected to be present to answer questions from participants.

G.
Draft Inspection Procedures Manual – Roy Rutz 
· It was recommended that the regional PUE deputy groups meet to review the proposed changes to the enforcement manual.  Comments are needed by September 30.  
· It was noted that regulatory changes will create difficulties with inspection forms.
· There has been concern by some that the Director’s recent appeal decision, Docket #144 (Falconer Vineyards) affected exceptions to PPE in CCR 6738.  Roy indicated that the decision has not changed the current implementation of section 6738.
H.   
 Pesticide Container Recycling – Dave Whitmer

USEPA has delayed in proceeding with publication of proposed pesticide container      recycling.  CAC’s were encouraged to send letters to Mr. Steven Johnson, the USEPA representative in this matter.  It was MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that a letter signed by CACASA President Earl McPhail be sent to Steven Johnson, USEPA Administrator urging that the proposed pesticide container recycling rules be published immediately.
