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$45K upgrade. It was M/S/C to allow pre-payment to Statewide Soft of 
up to 50-percent of the software upgrade costs, with stated 
milestones.

Virus Working Group, that it be agendized to state CACASA’s 
position that the tomato industry must provide financial support 
before any determinations are made regarding requests for protected 
status or other regulatory requirements for addressing the virus.

g. Pesticide Regulatory Affairs


It was M/S/C that representatives from San Diego County are 
authorized to represent CACASA at Structural Board Pre-
Construction Treatment meetings.



It was M/S/C to accept the recommendation of the Mill Assessment 


Subcommittee to grant a 2-percent COLA for the 2009 distribution, 


and place the remaining balance in the residual mill trust fund.
