I.  GWSS Update – Craig Hanes

1) CDFA GWSS staff has been helping with the LBAM piggybacking with GWSS traps 

    1 trap/10Acres


A) All production / shipping nurseries


B) 3 sets of conference calls all said to trap all nurseries


2) Most all of the county work plans are in and will be in place by July 1st

3) Bulk Citrus has only had 1 rejection so far this year 



A) Ventura citrus going to a packinghouse in Ventura.


4) Fresno has started treatments, treated about 134 Properties


5) New Pierces Disease/GWSS Forums for people to ask questions and exchange ideas

II. GWSS Update Cont. – Greg Morris CDFA
1) Only 18 problem Nursery shipments so far
2) Pilot program 17 egg masses so far this year.

3) Ad Hoc Committee moving forward with the pilot program, still in draft stage

A) Will have a threshold 

B) Treated with Tame or Sevin

C) Spring shipping season next year may see the start of the program

D) Shipments will still come up with blue tags and CQCs

E) CQCs will have Chemical and qualified inspector witnessing it

4) New crosses of Grapes being developed that are like the original varieties but resistant to Pierces Disease.
III. GWSS Discussion
1) Broker from Riverside was shipping 30’ trees with no Blue Tag or CQC
2) If you see problems call CDFA and post it on the bulletin.

3) Pipeline nursery was having problems, but has upgraded equipment etc.
IV. Light Brown Apple Moth (LBAM) – Joseph Deviney
1) In 2005 there was a risk assessment and a survey for LBAM, 180 traps placed in a loose net around CA.  No LBAMs found, Alameda and Contra Costa County s were not trapped
2) 2006 Jerry Powel found a LBAM in a light trap in Berkeley in June and November, they were confirmed by CDFA, USDA, Smithsonian, and finally in Australia.

3) Trapping began in Alameda and Contra Costa Counties.  After a number of finds trapping began all over California
4) CDFA’s LBAM site has a daily situation report on it

5) State interior regulations are in place

6) Over 350 species of Tortricidae (Leaf rolling Moths) in California and 5000 in the world
7) Perfect climate for the LBAM, with many over 180 host plants, fruits and vegetables

8) Great Pheromone, should be able to catch a LBAM within 2-3 days if they are in the area

9) Attracted to fermenting fruit

10) Difficult to ID, Dissection of the genitalia or DNA analysis

11) 55 interceptions since 1984, 98% from airline passengers

12) Leaf rolling makes it difficult to control, some resistance to pesticides in Australia

13) Severe outbreaks can have up to 85% damage to fruit.

14) For export in Australia they have a no tolerance of larvae.  If 1 larvae is present they have to spray.

15) Have not found the point of introduction yet, primarily coastal.

V. Light Brown Apple Moth (LBAM) USDA Regulations – Ronnie Eaton
1) USDA is thinking of using Countywide boundaries for quarantines instead of local boundaries.
2) Includes 30 day nursery inspections
3) Nurseries are not considered infested if there is a male LBAM found in the nursery.  One of the other life stages must be found.
4) USDA has approved treatments with Chlorpyrophos.  
5) Santa Cruiz has 2 nurseries that have been sprayed with Chlorpyrophos.

6) San Francisco has had 1 nursery sprayed.
7) Florida has stopped receiving anything from California without the proper paperwork
8) There have been no promises from USDA about funding

9) We need more information about the Biology and what treatment and control methods work best

10) Lepidoptera us not treatable with irradiation

11) Need mailings to Landscapers, posters at nurseries etc.
12) A Brochure is available at CDFA’s LBAM webpage

13) Reinspection interval after treatment in nurseries are per pesticide labels

14) Trapping Nurseries will be about 1 trap per 5 acres
VI. Carolina Biological – Ronnie Eaton
1) Ronnie called and spoke with Carolina Biological, their Catalogue id on their Website at    https://www2.carolina.com/
2) They do not put Latin names on most of their shipments and when they do they are usually wrong.
3) We have received many Q rated pests to California from them including frogs, ants, weeds, etc.
4) They are not following all of the life animal markings required by Fish and Game

5) Fish and Game Code 2272 States – Each package containing any live aquatic plant or animal shall bear, in a conspicuous place, a tag on which shall be stated the name and address of the consignor, the name and address of the consignee, and the exact contents of the package. 

6) May be a good idea to contact schools who receive material from Carolina Biological and tell them about the problems from releasing wild non-native animals.
VII General Discussion
1) Problems with DHL

A) they tell their customers not to tell them the contents of the packages

B) If you get a package with problems get the tracking number to determine what facility it came from.
C) If you send a test plant to see if they are holding plant material make sure you have a plant inside, the courts can throw out the NOPA if there was not a plant inside
2) Herbalists who send and receive herbs can also deal in Dodder seeds, Citrus leaves, etc.
