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Ronnie Eaton, Alameda, Chair, called the meeting to order on October 31, 2007 in Sacramento.

Welcome and Introductions

Ron Ross will be the chair next year.  Someone from San Mateo will take over the Secretary position.

I) Mark Epstein CDFA – LBAM Training
A. Adult LBAM wing patterns are variable and the glue from the sticky traps will appear to add patterns that will change the look
B. Larvae are green without a lot of markings, some variation in larvae as well

C. Other Tortricidae have more variation than LBAM

D. Pupae have 2 rows of spines on the back as do some other Tortricids; currently there is no way to definitively ID the pupae.

E. Eggs are light green unless they have hatched out then they are white
F. The adult LBAM costal fold along the leading edge of the front of the wing is similar to some other species of Tortricidae, but a little different

1) The fold sometimes gets unfolded in the sticky glue.

2) Other native species of Tortricidae that have a costal fold do not have the “Feathered Edge”

3) 
G. In adults there is no costal fold in females and there is usually a darker spot on the wings

H. Adult LBAM will not have a scaled proboscis

I. Larvae sometimes have dark bands and pits at the base of setae
J. In larvae there is little patterning on the 1st thorax, head, and legs
K. In larvae the anal fork tends to have 7 hairs, but it can be 8 as well.

L. If the larvae has dark pinnacula then it is a non target species

II) Amadou Ba – GWSS Update

A. Solano County is preparing to be declared eradicated from GWSS


1) May 11, 2005 was the last GWSS find

B. Santa Clara had three positive properties this year with 53 properties and 51 mobile home park spaces treated.

1) One detection in the Branham area and two in the Evergreen area this season.  No detections in Blossom Hill this year and only one in this area in the past two years.
C. In Sacramento County, the Rancho Cordova infested area had no detection this year.  The Foothill Farms area had 22 positive properties with 314 properties and 2 parks treated.

D. Fresno has had some expansion of GWSS infestation

E. Counties need to send in their invoices to wrap up the federal budgets in September

III) Greg Morris – GWSS Update

A. 60,681 shipments so far and only 41 rejections, last year was 56,568 shipments with 43 rejections

B. The pilot program has been effective so far, in 3 years there have been no viable finds

C. Using Sevin and Tame on plants shipped from GWSS infested shippers
D. Shipments leaving GWSS infested areas are first inspected by the nursery, then at the docks by the origin CAC, then finally by destination CAC

E. If inspectors at the origin find any life stages they can suspend shipping of that material for 2 weeks

F. Make sure you use the GWSS bulletin boards.  It is the easiest way to get information out to the other CACs when there is a problem with any of the shippers

G. You can also check the PDR database for GWSS finds

H. If you are having a problem call or E-Mail Greg or Stacy at CDFAs PDCP

IV) Linda Pinfold – Medfly infestation
A. GIS has been a big help in getting the quarantine setup.
B. Make sure you communicate early with the state and feds

C. Talk to any affected growers about the different pre harvest treatment options available

D. According to DNA the Medflies found in San Jose are from a different source than the ones in Dixon.

V) Matthew Slattengren – Bupleurum
A. There have been a number of shipments of cut flowers containing Bupleurum rotundifolium, which is a ‘Q’ rated weed
B. Bupleurum is related to the carrot and looks like a spurge, but without the milky sap
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D. Most of these are coming in cut flower shipments from Florida, but at least 1 was grown in a nursery in Monterey County.
E. If you find any, send it up.  There are many species out there and not all of them are ‘Q’ rated


1) There may be other nurseries in other counties that are growing this, so it 
would be a good idea to stay on the lookout in your own counties
VI) Pamela Cassar – Hawaii shipments
A. Some Hawaiian shipments have been shipped with a Nematode Certificate, but no reference # on it.

B. Cut Ti and Song of India are two that have had these.  These plants are propagative and some of the shippers have been putting a nematode certificate without a reference number on the packages.

1) These shipments should have a cut flower certificate instead if they are being sold as cut flowers.
C. With Nematode Stamps if there is no Reference Number then the package is not admissible
