II. Approval of Minutes

a. M/S/C to approve as submitted the Board of Directors Minutes of May 1, 2006

III. Old Business

a. 2007 Spring Conference date & location Update- Prieto

Spring Conference in 2007 will be at the Piccadilly Inn University. The conference meetings will be May 14 through 18 with rooms set aside for arrival on Sunday May 13.  

b. Executive Director update- working with Dan Webb on a contract. The cost was set at the Leadership meeting so the detail involves the priorities for the first year. The contract should be finalized soon.
c. Funding issues and related legislation- The Area Groups are being asked to place on their agendas and discuss their priorities for the next Washington D.C. trip and who they wish to send. 
d. Leadership Meeting update- Prieto –The bulk of discussion revolved around the 1059 bill and 4049. The meetings were productive and everyone enjoyed the minor league baseball game in the evening. 
IV. New Business

a. Conference Committee Report- McPhail

Dates were set for a number of our upcoming meetings:

1. Winter Meeting- Holiday Inn Capitol Plaza on November 6 - 9 2006

2. Winter Interim Date: February 7 & 8, 2007. Planning to alternate to Cal EPA if available.

3. Spring Conference- Piccadilly Inn University in Fresno on May 14 - 18 2007.

4. The Conference Committee requested Earl McPhail to set a date for the Leadership meeting. The meeting is scheduled for June 7 – 8 2007, in Oxnard.

5. 2007 Summer Interim Meeting: August 8 – 9 2007 at CDFA

6. 2007 Winter Meeting, November 5 – 8 2007 in Sacramento (4 day meeting)

7. 2008 Spring Conference. No bids from Northern Region. Hoping to have Eric Lauritzen host in Monterey County otherwise the Conference Committee will use a backup plan.
b. Disaster declarations- Prieto

President Prieto discussed a recent meeting about disaster declarations in Fresno that the governor attended. He indicated that the Ag Commissioners received a tremendous amount of praise from Secretary, State OES and from industry on responding to disaster issues.  Ensuing discussions by the Association resulted in members requesting each county to share disaster information they develop to make sure that the submittals by various counties are reasonable and comparable. 
c. Referral From North/Sac Valley Area Groups:
1. A request was made to reverse the decision that was made at the Spring Conference regarding funding procedures for travel to Washington D.C. It was M/S/C that each Area Group will maintain their own systems for reimbursing their respective representatives for travel to Washington DC. Full cost accounting & receipts are to be submitted to the Executive Secretary so that a full accounting can be maintained.
2. A request was made that the Spring & Winter Conferences be considered a meeting of the whole. After much discussion it was M/S/C that the Opening Session and Final Session of the Board of Directors meeting at the Spring and Winter Conferences will be listed as a General Session meeting for the membership. At the Interim Meetings, Board of Directors will not be listed as a General Session meeting.

1. M/S/C to extend the deadline for submission of applications for Special Projects to September 15th.

2. M/S/C that the Board of Directors request that the Department of Pesticide Regulation to study the suitability of closed mixing systems and study the possible alternatives that would provide acceptable worker protection.

2. M/S/C to utilize Rite Aid Settlement Funds to reimburse counties for costs associated with attending Hearing Officer Training to be conducted by DMS.

h. Legislation- Motions from the Legislation Committee:
1.
M/S/C that CACASA recognize Assembly Member Ira Ruskin for his dedication and expertise in legislative and budget issues affecting the regulatory enforcement programs administered by the members of the California Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Association. 

2. M/S/C that CACASA support legislation that includes any county into the structural fumigation program when that county has gained the support of the Pest Control Operators of California.

3. M/S/C that CACASA support SB 1349 (Soto), penalties for cock fighting.
4. Frank Carl brought before the Board an action item that the Legislation Committee had not discussed. After explanation it was M/S/C to support AB1598 related to amendments to Food and Ag Code by adding Section 5312 regarding the collection of administrative civil penalties assessed for quarantine violations. 

i. Long Range Planning - Earl McPhail gave a summary of discussion items the Committee had worked on. 

1. John Dyer discussed the issue in SF. He feels they are on the right track and believes there will be resolution of the situation within weeks. 
2. The Committee discussed options of placing monetary pressure on counties who fail to make appointments as required.

3. The committee decided that succession planning should be their # 1 goal.

4. The committee discussed ways to interact more effectively with CASAP.

5. Jerry Howard and Dave Whitmer are going to work on examples of 4 year appointment contracts for CAC. These can be shared with new Commissioner candidates and CAC in counties where appointments are not being made in accordance with the Food and Ag Code requirements.

6. Information on what counties are doing for succession planning will be developed.
