Sudden Oak Death Up-date- Amber Morris

Contracts out and amounts requested accommodated.  USDA order being extended Dec 2007, perhaps beyond

High risk plants- Camellia, Rhododendrons, Separation requirements 

Best Management Practices being developed to replace - CDFA will send draft

National Plant Board - Multiple find nurseries, one year free and quarterly inspections

Border/Bee Issues up-date- Gary Leslie 

Record bee shipments last year.  Only 2 infested with RIFA and only workers.

Small Hive Beetle actually poses a bigger problem.

Meeting of Counties, CDFA, Beekeepers and Almond growers, follow-up and evaluations, October 4, in Modesto.

Resumed private vehicle inspections at Needles, pilot program through July 2007, 

1 in 16 vehicles have prohibited material. Cherry FF, JB, GM, etc.

Truckee station construction is doing well.

Stacy Carlsen, Marin County, commented on household goods going in storage and when notification of delivery made. Requested CDFA to refresh compliance agreements.

More GWSS being found.  Santa Clara, Evergreen infestation

USDA funds down by $1M wrestling with contracts for counties and CDFA cuts to filed operations

Fresno, Kinsburg reinfested, CalTrans tree cutting exposed, now treated.

Monterey Salinas and Pebble Beach clear

Morris - Nursery Treatment Pilot Program - 287 plants and no live egg masses

34 shipments/ 32 released no live emergence.  40 egg masses allowed and trying to expand program no longer need same shipping and receiving nursery

Comments on AZ infestation $200K to cover their eradication for the year.  Seems far too little and they may drop the quarantine if funding is not forthcoming.

High Risk Pest Exclusion Committee new funding- Gail Raabe

HRPE, July 18 and today meetings, Established highest risk pathways, proposed allotments.  8/14/06 deadline provided under Governor’s budget directions.  Expand 008 plant shipment inspections, 7 counties plus San Bernardino, Riverside , San Francisco, Ventura, and SLO.
Increasing funding beehive inspections 5 counties expanded, Kings, Butte, Merced, and Colusa. Glenn. 

Expanding Airfreight inspection funding for Fresno, Orange, SD, San Bernardino, Santa Clara, Alameda and Sacramento.

Task Force/Strike Team Special Projects, by submission, seasonal blitzes, $250K, based on significant FF finds. Divided between Santa Clara, Orange, LA, Fresno, and San Bernardino
Parcel Carrier inspections concerns about person to person non-commercial shipment risks.  Compile a list of inspection needs and costs to forward to leg and gov.

Increase training for results.  It is critical to produce results to justify more funding.

Counties must submit finds and costs early in 2006.  Gov’s budget begins drafting in Oct - Greg VW
