· May 14th Tailgate session in Shasta & Tehama Counties.  Mary Ann will be present.

· Commissioner vacancy discussion.  Plumas/Sierra, Humboldt and San Francisco are open.  Humboldt is contracting with Siskiyou for Commissioner/Sealer services.

· Chuck Andrews will be point of contact for Branch Chief issues
· VOC – DPR in litigation with Ventura County Ag Association over CEQA equivalency.  4,500 acres of strawberries at risk.

· Metam Sodium night application approved (enf letter 0805)

· Pesticide container bill SB 1723, trying to get pesticide container recycling going.

· Ethylene Oxide may be authorized for use in the bee industry for sterilization of bee equipment

· New Commissioner orientation is being planned

· AB 223 (Horton) $5 fumigation fee increase

· Nan Gorder will be posting an online 6 hour inspector training program.  Jim will get us the link to the site.

CDFA Report – Kevin Masuhara
· Visioning plan SHARE (sustainability, health, adaptability, resources and education) will be out soon.  Similar to farm bill, has stated objectives.
· Salary Subvention should be paid out by mid April
· Co Exams finished during April.  Written deputy exams will be offered again in August.
· H.R. minimum qualification issue with changes to sections 105 and 108 are proposed.  Still many issues to be resolved before any formal action is taken
· Depopulation of a T.B. infected dairy herd has been authorized.  
· Fuel temperature survey ended March 31st.  The energy commission will have a meeting to consider results.

· Nissan Infinity odometer case.  Odometers were reportedly set to register 15% over actual.  CDFA requested to participate in case.
· Recertification of county standards.  County personnel requested to be available to assist in recertification.    Assistance will enhance and expedite the certification process.
· The monitoring and laboratory division at the California Air Resources Board has agreed to help set up instruments for hydrogen fuel analysis.

· AB 2625 Strickland – amends B & P code, redefines bio diesel blends

· AB 1574 Florez -  establishes bio diesel commission

· Rick asked about certification frequency changes for steel tapes and glass provers, both of which were previously one time only and are now every 10 years

· Plywood thickness inspections have become an issue.  There have been complaints claiming business disruption during inspections.  CDFA suggests that we try to be accommodating when conducting inspections and try not to impair business

· There will be organic training throughout the state from March 28 through May 21st
· Second LBAM found in Sonoma County, quarantine initiated

· Single LBAM find in San Bonito County, quarantine because of proximity to infested County

· Opposition to LBAM program continues

· The State conducted a time study for placing LBAM traps along with other traps.  Commissioners may not agree with states findings.  State feels 1-2 minutes per trap is adequate.  Actual placing and documentation may exceed that by two or three minutes per trap.

a. Enforcement action data – Joe Marade.  Joe discussed DPR Database records.  He provided Decision Reports, Notice of Proposed Action and Inspection data for 06/07.  If data is not accurate, address any errors with Mary Ann Coleman or Enforcement Branch Liaison.  
b. Spring Conference – Rick.  Northern Area Commissioners will get together Monday morning at the conference.  

c. Solano County 17th Priority – Rick.  A legislative advocate for Solano County informed the Solano B.O.S that California Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Association did not oppose the proposed amendment.  The issue was not brought before CACASA.  
d. Sacramento legislative meeting – Pfeiffer.  Mary will be emailing information from Tim Cansler.  Dan Webb will be tracking LBAM Bills.  Contamination of Chinese materials.  A Glyphosate product from has been found to be contaminated.  Quality and purity is less than desirable.  
e. National Cooperative WMA Conference – Griffin.  Patrick provided an update of the WMA activities in Reno.  Jim Donnelly gave an overview of the weed tour that followed the meeting.  WMA funding and proposals was also discussed.
