The meeting schedule is adopted.

B. Funding Strategy for Noxious Weed Programs – Gary Caseri
$1.5 million is available from CDFA.  The procedure for obtaining the funding became a highly competitive process, instead of being used as core funding.  CDFA has always been supportive of the Agricultural Commissioners in the past, and should continue to do so.  The atmosphere does not appear to be supportive due to the competetiveness involved in obtaining funding.  Noxious weed funding needs to be followed through legislatively.  With the current Requests for Proposals, there will be some counties left out because there is no core funding.  

Mike Boitano attended a Cal-IWAC meeting on Monday, December 4, 2006.  The committee asked for a list of counties and the outcome of their proposals.  Choices have been made and there was internal discussion about how/when the parties would be notified.  An e-mail was sent that notified counties if they received funding, either partial or full.  Steve Schoenig has not been able to provide the proposals for others to review.  Steve feels that if a proposal was not funded this year, it will be funded next year.  It was discussed at the Cal-IWAC meeting that the way the proposals were handled was not the best way to handle the funding.  Mike is pushing to get a list of the proposals and what the proposals included so we can learn what is funded.  Having the non-funded proposals would be excellent to have as well.

The State took one-third of the funding off the top to cover their costs, but the available funding would not support core funding.  (CDFA took $150,000.00 for IPC Weed Program Administration, $150,000.00 for core CDFA Program Work, and set aside $150,000.00 for research.  Some of these take-outs have been put back into the WMA funding, bringing the total to approximately $1.2 million instead of the original $1.05 million)  We need to speak with Bob Dowell to discuss changes and considerations.

Mark Black stated all of Glenn County’s projects were funded.  Placer County did not get any funding for their proposal.  She was told the Tahoe Basin project was funded, which already has funding available.  One must realize that Tahoe is a very “sexy” project.  Tahoe may be “sexy”, but Highway 80 is now left wide open.

Jerry Howard commented if Senator Dave Cogdill is interested, he might be able to introduce a funding bill with RCRC legislatively.  If we can approach it legislatively through Cogdill, we may be able to obtain core funding through legislative language, similar to the manner in which 1740 was handled.  A suggestion was made to have Amador, Calaveras, Tuolumne, and Mariposa Counties meet with RCRC and the legislator to explore this suggestion.  It was also suggested to encourage the Cattlemen’s Association to sponsor the bill which could be RCRC’s and Cattlemen’s number one priority.  The contacts must be made as soon as possible.

Gary would still like to see us take this back to CDFA.  

C. Discussion regarding the survey for Weights and Measures Inspector eligibility for Agricultural Biologist Exams – Gary Caseri
Gary sent everyone a heads up copy of the survey Tim Niswander later e-mailed to everyone.  The topic of Weights and Measures Inspectors becoming eligible for Ag Biologist exams will come up again at the Interim.  There is no change in our position.  In the area group, there are only three inspectors that fall into the category in which they cannot take ag biologist exams.  Two of them are in Sacramento County and one is in Yolo.  

The purpose of the survey is to facilitate a discussion at the Interim after each area group determines the need in their area, the size of the problem, and how many people are affected.  The survey results may help with the perceived diminishing applicant pool.

D. Funding for Wildlife Services – Gary Caseri
There was a motion made at the Winter Conference recommending the Board of Directors send a letter on behalf of CACASA to Dr. Breitmeyer requesting funding for Wildlife Services.  CDFA should support Wildlife Services through the reinstitution of state funding.  It is clearly a fundamental element of the department.  Perhaps the program belongs back on the Plant Health side of CDFA.  Since wildlife is connected to the e-coli outbreak, it may be a perfect time to re-instate funding to Wildlife Services.

There is a push from USFWS and CDFG to have Wildlife Services perform work protecting threatened and endangered species.  Perhaps there could be monetary support from USFWS and CDFG.

E. Discussion regarding the Washington, DC trip.
Should there be other priorities other than exclusion inspections and pest detection?  Wildlife Services again would be good topic.  Usually Greg Van Wassenhove sets the agenda.  Richard Price will work with Greg and his agenda.  Richard will come back to Sac Valley with a list of the issues.  Richard will tell Greg that SVACASA would like to see Wildlife Services prioritized again.

F. Egg Blitz – Mark Black

At the Winter Conference, the Standardization committee approved all counties doing an egg blitz.  Mark wanted to know if whether or not Sac Valley would use our old data or inspect again when the rest of the counties perform the inspections.  The consensus was that we would again do the inspections to coincide with the other county inspections statewide.  It might be appropriate to give the shell egg advisory committee the results.  For better information, we should try to determine if the eggs were from out of state or packed in state.  Discussion followed whether the retailers association would like to know the results of the blitz since they are selling the eggs to the customer and they are also potentially buying poor quality eggs.  The area group has found the large retail stores have the most problems.  

It was M/S/P that the chair of the Standardization Committee agendize the concept of informing the Western Grocers Association of the results of the statewide egg blitz.

G. Long range planning discussion regarding CASAP role in training vs. a CACASA Academy – Mark Quisenberry
At the Long Range Planning meeting, there were discussions regarding who should take the lead role in training, CASAP or CACASA?  CASAP is doing a very good job of training staff to pass the state exams with an additional focus on professional training.  These types of training sessions are critical for staff development, however, we must also be assured that we still receive program training from the Departments.  It was the general consensus that CACASA should concentrate on the program training and let CASAP continue with professional growth.

Mike Cleary stated he believes there is a continued need for management training.  Whereas CASAP helps a person pass the exams, which is needed, staff still requires training in personnel issues, management, budgeting, etc.

It was M/S/P to have both Sacramento Valley Deputy groups create a survey determining the regional training needs and regional expertise regarding those training needs, and forward the survey questionnaire results to Bill Stephans for final review and presentation to the Sac Valley Ag Commissioners and Sealers.

Bill Stephans will make contact with the deputy chairs and review the survey results for possible presentation in January to the area group.  

Mark Black stated Glenn County has expertise in apiary and farm milk tanks inspections.  Rick Landon offered their expertise in standardization inspections.

John Nelson, Supervisory SITC Officer, who is responsible for inspections at specialty/ethnic markets, will be attending deputy meetings to provide information.  Vince Arellano is the contact for CDFA.  It was the consensus of the group to also invite John to a future Sac Valley commissioner meeting.

Part B of Long Range Planning – Succession Planning:  Mark Quisenberry

In the past, universities offered a curriculum specifically targeted to work as an ag biologist in a County Department of Agriculture.  Charlie Crabb may have ideas as to how to get the curriculum back into the colleges.  Jerry Howard has spoken with Jennifer Rider Fox, a member of the Pest Management Advisory Committee, about her help with setting up a curriculum.  If we develop the message, she will carry it to the Deans meeting in Fresno in January.  Jerry has asked several members of CACASA for their opinions regarding this message, however to date, no one has responded to him.  Perhaps, especially at Chico State, she can consider an intern program which will help students contact the agricultural commissioner’s offices for information concerning the various programs we administer. 

It was speculated that in the future this may be the responsibility of the executive director.

H. Discussion regarding CDFA/Animal Health Seminar in Chico, December 8 – Gary Caseri
Gary and other commissioners received an invitation via fax from CDFA for a professional seminar concerning the protection of domestic animals and the poultry industry.  This fax was received the day after the RSVP date.  Richard Price and Mike Boitano will attend the seminar, but it would have been nice if the invitation had been received in time.  Richard will provide an update in January.  Ed Williams stated that although the invitations were received a little late, it is good that the ag commissioners are being recognized as important contacts for this type of training.

I. Discuss the impact of EPA's Final Rule on Aquatic Pesticide Applications – Dennis Pooler  
Danny Merkley’s comments:  Unfortunately this will most certainly be challenged in court, and because of this I don't know that the Water Board will be in a position to say anything of substance at this time.  Once it goes through the courts, and if upheld, then we will be in a position to give direction.  Currently NPDES Permits are necessary for those applying aquatic pesticides if they feel the need for cover from lawsuits, but that is their call.  Stay tuned...
Even with this ruling, one may still be subject to litigation if they do not get an NPDES permit.  This is of great concern to us because there should certainly be more guidance from the state agencies.  Frank discussed this with Danny Merkley at which time Danny stated that this is a low priority to the Water Board in that they are not going to seek out people applying pesticides. But the risk lies with potential lawsuits from groups with certain political agendas.

J. CACASA Officer 2007/08 – Bill Stephans
Bill received a letter from Bill Gillette, chair of the Nominating Committee, requesting that each area group begin the nominating process early.  This item will be re-agendized for more discussion at the January 2007 meeting.

L. Irrigated Lands Program December 31 deadline and ILP Pilot Program update – Richard Price

The deadline to sign up with a coalition is December 31, 2006.  After that date, you may not be able to sign up with a coalition which would require you to be on your own to comply with the waiver.  In Butte and Colusa Counties, the Regional Board is following up on those individuals who received letters from the Board and have not responded back to the Board.  The Board may fine individuals for not responding.  There may be a court action for a stay of the December 31 deadline date.

There are numerous vacancies at the regional board.

The Board is pushing for more sampling sites up stream based on probable hits.  There were numerous hits for e-coli.  It appears the e-coli were able to be traced from an avian or livestock source.  However, the East San Joaquin Coalition found 95% of the e-coli hits were traceable to humans.

The pilot program MOU expires the end of June.  Glenn and Butte must decide what to do.

M. Survey of conference dates – Harry Krug

It appears most responses prefer the first week of December.

Item 7
CDFA Issues

A. CDFA Report – Ed Williams

Submit PD/GWSS invoices at least through the end of September.  The invoices need to be submitted for federal funding reasons.

Ed sent out a new CDFA phone directory and calendar.  However, the calendar contained memory intensive photographs which clogged the system.  Not everyone received the calendar because of the size of the file.

AJ Yates is retiring again on January 15, 2007.

HR 5385 is a military spending bill that would provide direct grant funding to producers where there have been declared secretarial disasters, if more than half the counties in the state had a declaration in two out of the last three years.  The bill would qualify a producer for funding, not low interest loans.  The bill is going through the process now.  California qualifies since it had 45 out of 58 counties with declared disasters the last two years.

The E fund committee met, and the Department of Finance was there as well as the Legislative Analyst.  Three proposals were accepted.  One was for Mediterranean fruit fly, one for Asian longhorn beetle, and one for Japanese dodder.  Sacramento County has 77 sites with dodder, and will receive a contract next week for approximately $25,000.  Sacramento County considers this an emergency project and will start pulling the dodder out of back yards.  Sacramento’s work plan was initially based on a cost of $1000 per site, but after a tour of some of the locations with experienced city crews, they determined $1000/site was not enough funding to accomplish the eradication efforts.  They increased the estimated costs to at least $1500/site.  When Sacramento County started finding sites, they completed and submitted a project proposal to CDFA stating they could not eradicate the dodder without substantial additional funding from the State.  The $25,000 is a portion of what will be necessary to complete the work.  It still has not been approved by the Department of Finance and OAL.  CDFA is also pursuing USDA funding to assist in the dodder eradication projects.

Christmas tree regulations – new information is posted on line about transporting Christmas trees into California.  Balsam gall midge has been downgraded to a C rating.  This was the main reason for balsam fir rejections of trees, wreaths and cuttings.

Switch grass rating was changed to a B rating, but it goes directly against California Seed Law.  This issue must be addressed.

The dog teams have returned to California and are being deployed this week in Contra Costa and San Bernardino Counties.

San Francisco City/County is interviewing four candidates for Commissioner/Sealer.

Asian citrus psyllid – this is a very serious pest in Florida because it is a vector for Citrus Greening.  It may also be found in Ciudad Obregon (100 miles south of the border).  Citrus canker is also a major problem in Florida which pales in comparison to Citrus Greening.  The citrus health program requires 2% of all packed out fruit to be inspected.  15 loads of supposedly asymptomatic fruit have been found to have symptoms.  

Secretary Johannes may be available to attend meetings but he will require substantial lead time for staff to schedule meetings for him.

A forest pest condition report stated that Calaveras County has cedar apple rust.  The California Department of Forestry pathologist that made the claim is from the east coast, where cedar apple rust is prevalent.  At this point, the pathologist states it looked like cedar apple rust but could not confirm it with certainty.

A pest detection trapping specialist from the USDA will be coming to California soon to evaluate the state’s trapping program to determine if it is scientifically sound.

General funds are tight this year.

The mileage reimbursement rate is going up with the federal reimbursement rate, but the contracts are not increased.  48.5 cents per mile will be the new rate.

Recipients of the weed funding proposals were notified.  The information is posted on the Cal-IPC e-mail list server.

Leafy greens – In response to the e-coli situation, the Western Growers Association and the California Farm Bureau are developing guidelines for a marketing agreement.  It is proposed to be an agreement for handlers of anything that is leafy and green.  Leafy and green is a very broad definition.  There are 100 to 125 handlers of leafy greens in California.  The retailers of the nation are driving the initiative.  The retailers want a food safety program in place.  Initial guidelines have been developed and the association is in the process of showing the guidelines to industry.  DHS stated the agreement exceeds DHS expectations.  For handlers to meet the requirements, they will need a third party inspection/verification.  It will be a USDA inspection program, but USDA has the expectation that they will be contracting with the states.  Handlers will need to purchase product from producers growing according to guidelines.  There will be a marketing order for the growers that will require monitoring of watering, composting, harvesting practices, etc.  It will be a very expensive proposition for small growers.  At this time, it is unknown as to who will perform the inspections.  Retailers are mandating this for leafy greens, but it may lead to more commodities being covered.  The marketing order will be a cost recovery program, with the grower paying for the program.  It will be a California program.

Taco Bell e-coli situation may be linked to an unconfirmed connection with green onions.

Deputy/Commissioner/Sealer exam announcements went out last week.  Mr. Donahue will come back to chair the exams.  Jim and Ed will be on the panel, and the CACASA officers will be on the respective panels.  The orals will start in the south and then move up the state.  The exams should be in the Sacramento/Coast area during the third week of April.

CDFA has received all the annual financial statements.  This is the first time in Ed’s tenure that all the statements have been received by this date.  If you want an estimate of your gas tax reimbursement, contact Ed.

B. State Nursery Advisory Committee meeting update – Mark Black
Mark attended the first meeting in which there was a quorum in three years.  Mike Colvin created the agenda.  Most of the discussion centered on the budget, with limited discussions concerning Sudden Oak Death and CAC contract reimbursements.  The majority of the meeting was spent discussing the proposed budget and fee schedule.  They were asking for a half million dollars more in budget. The budget proposal did not go very far in the committee and the committee requested a more realistic budget proposal.  The next meeting is scheduled for January 24, 2007.

The committee also discussed the nursery certificate, but not rewriting the regulations.  Most conversation regarded the budget.

Item 8
DMS Issues

A. DMS Report – Mike Cleary

At the Winter L&R Committee meeting, CACASA requested that the County Monthly Report accept hours in one tenth hours rather than in whole hours.  In response to this request, the program is being updated so that it will allow time to be reported in the requested tenth hour increments.  This should be ready to be implemented by January 2007.

There are numerous transitions with employees.  Since this is the case, please let Mike know if they are falling short in some of the programs.

DMS will also send a letter to the Sealers when they mail a letter regarding variances for biodiesel.

Hearing officer training was rolled out and went well down south.  As schedules and needs arise, Mike can schedule more training.

Placer County offered a compliment to DMS for all the assistance/support DMS has provided to Placer County.

The Interim National Conference on Weights and Measures will be held in Jacksonville, Florida next month.  The annual meeting of the NCWM will be in Snowbird, Utah next July.  Mike is encouraging all of the sealers to attend.

B. Request for scanner inspection training by the Grocers Association – Frank Carl

Frank received an e-mail from the Grocers Association prior to the Winter Conference asking if any county or CACASA provides training to the industry concerning automated point of sale inspections.  It appears that industry may want training regarding how we perform our price verification inspections and what we look for.  The Grocers Association is requesting this training.  DMS indicated to the grocers that DMS is always willing to provide training.  This may be something to refer to Dan Webb, as part of CACASA’s business arm.  Yolo is finding that they are doing NOPAs in every establishment they visit regarding quantity control, particularly for bakery items.  

C. Weights & Measures Fees – Mark Quisenberry

Business and Professions Code Section 12243 states fees must be adopted by ordinance.  Typically the ordinance generally cites the authority and the fees as adopted by the Board.  A resolution is usually used to amend the fees that are authorized by the ordinance.  Dennis Pooler is willing to share his information regarding the process.  Sacramento County is seeing significant increases in revenue based on the implementation of the fee caps contained in AB 889.  Most of the complaints Sac County  has received are from mom and pop businesses.  Sacramento County has had only a few devices drop out of the system due to the fee increase.

Item 9
CDPR Issues 

A. DPR Report – Ralph Shields

Enforcement Response regulations went into effect November 30, 2006.  Ralph expects an increase in decision reports.  He has received a few so far and they look good.

Dormant spray handouts have been published in both English and Spanish.  They are available from the EBLs.

There is training in Monterey County to assist in the deputy/commissioner/sealer exams on January 12, from 1 to 3 PM.  This training is intentionally planned the day before the CASAP conference in Monterey.

If your negotiated work plan is not in, Ralph will be contacting you.

Barry Cortez is retiring.  His last day is December 28, 2006.  

There are vacancies for senior pesticide use specialists in the Northern district.  Ralph will get at least one new specialist in July.

Restricted material training has gone well and Ralph has heard good reports.  Concord and Redding are still available.

We will soon be getting our evaluations.  EBLs have been told to get them finalized.  Sac Valley counties look good.  The evaluations will not be posted on the web site at this time.  

DPR signed the contract with McGeorge School of Law for hearing officer training.  Hopefully the training will start in January, at four sites throughout the state, with 25 people per site.  It is only for county staff, not DPR staff.  The roving hearing officers will be permitted to attend the training.

The ERP training generated numerous questions.  DPR is clarifying the questions and providing answers.

B. Closed mix/load system responses – Harry Krug

There is concern about the interviews being conducted with growers who are quite distant from Sac Valley.  Grower interviews should also be conducted in the Sac Valley especially since the concerns for the closed mixing systems were generated by this area group.  Some of the sessions have found that not even the growers know how to use the closed systems.  (Note:  Colusa County will host an interview session with DPR and growers.)

C. Residual mill hearing officer – Mark Quisenberry

Mark will send a proposal regarding the roving hearing officer to Echoes so the retired commissioners will be aware of the proposal.  If anyone knows someone retired that would be interested, such as a commissioner, deputy, or qualified biologist, let Mark Q. know so he can send out the proposal.  We need to encourage any interested retiree from the Ag Commissioner system to attend the hearing officer training.

D. AG GIS program update – Mark Black
Beta testing of the program is ongoing in Glenn County. The final product should be available by the end of the year.  The program development/testing is running just a little bit behind schedule. Merced County is also beta testing the program components.  Everything appears to be working well.  The developed web page contains questions and answers, but still needs to be housed on a web site.  CACASA’s web page may be the appropriate place to post the web page however; there are concerns regarding the availability of the program to the developers and the accessibility to change the web page at the CACASA site. 

The contract between Pat Way Inc. and the State Water Board will expire at the end of February.  To remedy this situation, the consensus of the group is either to create a new contract with CACASA or hire him as a county employee.  Or if these solutions are not viable, another solution must be found since Pat Way is the only person knowledgeable in the Ag GIS program.  Once the contract issue is solved, we should consider training someone to share his knowledge.  Frank stated Statewide Soft has shown an interest in learning the program.  Statewide Soft has programmed the AIRS program.

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA should enter into talks with Statewide Soft and Pat Way to secure the long-range support of the Ag GIS program.

It was M/S/P to support the contract between Glenn County and Pat Way until June 2008.

E. CDHS responsibilities versus DPR’s – Mark Quisenberry

F. Follow-up to CAAA discussions at PRAC – Jerry Howard
At The PRAC meeting, the committee took action to invite CAAA to our regional meeting.  Harry will arrange to have CAAA come to the Colusa meeting in March.  

G. PMAC Report – Jerry Howard
DPR’s re-evaluation process of the pyrethroids in one of the biggest re-evaluations they have ever undertaken.  It is a very complex process.  USEPA is not starting their re-evaluation of pyrethroids until 2010.

One of the questions the PMAC discussed was that if funds are available, where should DPR resources be spent?  Their conclusion was that additional resources may best be used supporting IPM programs, conducting additional research into IPM, reinstating some of the monitoring programs/expanding air and water monitoring, making strategic linkages to areas that are increased and reinstating the structural liaison, just to name a few priority areas.

H. PREC Report – Jerry Howard
Jerry attended the PREC meeting for Dave Whitmer.  Jerry passed around a package that addressed container recycling rules by USEPA.

There was also much discussion about the VOC program.  There are arguments going on regarding whether fumigations of commodities are under DPR authority or Air Quality authority.

I.
Permit language change – Jerry Howard

Scott Paulsen notified us of the language changes that will be incorporated on the permit program.  SVACASA does not anticipate any problems with the language change as proposed.

J.
Surveillance Request of Solano County – Jerry Howard

Environmental Development Group (EDG) or Grant County Excavation is performing pest control at Wal-Marts.  Jerry sent an e-mail asking us to determine if the company worked at the local Wal-Mart.  Please send your results to Jerry.  The company appears to be doing work for all Wal-Marts in the state.  San Bernardino County fined them for not being licensed about one year ago, and the company has done nothing to be in compliance with the licensing requirements since the fines were imposed.  Jerry would like as much information from the counties to take to his District Attorney.  The pest control business is based out of New Mexico.

K. Endangered species mapping – Jerry Howard

Rich Marovich went to Solano County to help interpret the endangered species maps for Solano County.  Rich felt it would be easy to incorporate the endangered species maps into the Ag GIS program.  He has offered to make a presentation to Sac Valley.  The incorporation of the endangered species map layer has been a long-range plan of Ag GIS.  It was agreed to invite Rich to speak to us at the January meeting.  Jerry will contact Rich to make the arrangements with him.

Item 10
Executive Session
