CDPR Report Provided by Jim Shattuck Highlights included conflicting label statements on Fruit doctor SO2 and a suggestion that the ERR be a topic of discussion at a future meeting.
A. Tom Babb provided a handout on Garlon episodes and discussed the third party label requirements for Clincher that were being reviewed by registration.
B. Randy Segawa distributed experimental design documents and led a discussion on the proposed Air Quality Monitoring Network.  Discussion led to two action items below:
· M/S/P Contact Dave Whitmer – (CACASA rep to panel) and request that Demographic data not be considered in the community selection process.

· And it was M/S/P to further recommend that a control community be established in an urban area for purposes of the study.
