CACASA Issues
A.
Rodenticide use changes - Stella McMillin, Department of Fish & Game 
· Stella McMillin, Department of Fish and Game Liaison, spoke to the group in regards to secondary poisoning of raptors, Kit foxes and other carnivores from household anti-coagulants used for rodent control. Future regulations will make these products no longer available for household use. McMillin asked for information on agricultural uses of these products. The group informed her how dyes may help differentiate sources of poisoning 
B.
Committee to review and update by-laws 
· Chairman Mutz appointed Vicki Helmar and Harry Krug to a subcommittee to review and update current by-laws 
C.
Red Rice update
· Black provided update on survey that has been conducted in Glenn County in cooperation with the UC extension service from Colusa County. 
· 25,000 acres of rice surveyed

· Next year will expand survey into Colusa and Butte County

· No legal requirement for the removal of red rice if found in conventional rice fields

· Issue with Japan if red rice is found on rice shipments entering that country

D. 
Small Hive Beetle update
· Black provided update on Small Hive Beetle (SHB) wherein the survey of local bee keepers in Glenn County resulted in no SHB found. Issues with SHB are: 

· Checkmite no longer has a valid use for SHB

· Lack of other materials to control SHB

· A decision was made at a Bee meeting in Hamilton City to ship bees 
infested with SHB out of the county to other counties that will accept infested hives with SHB
E. 
CACASA IT consultant update & Ag GIS update 
· Black provided update on the IT consultant. Two consultants were interviewed by the IT Subcommittee and a decision on which consultant selected should be made by Monday November 24, 2008.

· Black provided an AgGIS update. Counties having the program installed while others are waiting on the use of the program at a later date. An issue arose in the program when adding license numbers in the permit program - issue to be addressed within in a couple of weeks when the program is updated.

WMA minimum requirements
· Bill Stephans discussed the latest versions of minimum requirements for Weed Management Areas (WMA’s). 
· It was M/S/P to have the Sac Valley representatives of the Weed &Vertebrate support the San Joaquin Valley version of the Weed Management Areas minimum requirements at the 2008 winter conference of the Association.

Meeting date conflicts with Coast Area group
· Discussion in regards to the Sac Valley 2009 meeting schedule that conflicts with the Coast Area group schedule. It was determined to leave the Sac Valley meeting schedule for the 2009 year as is with no modifications.

· The Coast group had requested a joint overnight meeting with Sac Valley next year in the coast area. Due to budget concerns, the Sac Valley has declined the offer to have a joint overnight meeting with the Coast group

· Senator Abel Maldonado is scheduled as a guest “luncheon” speaker at the winter conference of the association. Issue with the cost of the meal and attendance of CAC’s. Mark Quisenberry to discuss the cost of paying for the luncheon with the Board of Directors of the Association

Selection of Legislative Committee member

· Carl provided update on the CAC licensing issue. He encouraged guidance from the association in case there is an incursion on the CAC licensing program. Karen Keene provided nothing but support for the CAC system. Sonoma County needs to change their system, not our existing system. Mendoza met with Don Peterson on 11-20-08 and provided no support for Sonoma County on the licensing program. Jim Allan sent letter to his committee and asked to remove the licensing issue from their platform
· It was M/S/P to appoint Richard Price, Bill Stephans and Louie Mendoza as Sac Valley representatives to the Legislative Committee of the Association for the next legislative session.

Proposed amendment to Title 13 CCR, Section 1160.1, related to Hazmat exemptions for High Volume Petroleum Provers 
· Josh Huntsinger, Deputy Agricultural Commissioner/Sealer with Placer County presented background information and a proposal from the Sac Valley Deputy Sealers Association regarding an exemption to California placard requirements for measuring device provers greater than 119 gallons capacity. The proposal adds part (n) to section 1160.1 of the motor vehicle code which if adopted, will exempt provers from this requirement. 

· It was M/S/P to support hazmat placarding exemptions from the California motor vehicle code for measuring device provers greater than 119 gallons and to place this item on the Laws and Regulations Committee agenda at the 2008 winter conference of the Association. It was also stated that the Board of Directors waive the 30 day notice for actions items so as to place this item on the agenda for the winter conference
