II. Approval of Minutes

IV. New Business
A.  Draft Surface Water Quality Regulatory Concepts – John Sanders 

· The department has prepared surface water quality regulatory concepts for review and discussion.  Drift management as well as runoff management are components and approximately 70 compounds are specifically mentioned; possible exemptions for pest control businesses certified as “green” or “sustainable” are suggested.  DPR prefers that the committee collect all CAC comments from the area groups and submit the comments as a single package.  PRAC representatives are requested to put this item on the agendas of their area group meetings.  Comments should be submitted to DPR by September 15, 2009.  
B.  San Luis Obispo Water Quality Pilot Project -  Bob Lilley
· Sampling related to the Region 3/Central Coast Ag Waiver program has resulted in numerous finds of diazinon and chlorpyrifos.  SLO has tentatively agreed to do a three year pilot project to review practices and conditions which cause offsite movement.  SLO will collaborate with UCCE, industry and other to develop mitigation measures.  
C.  Draft Endangered Species Survey for CAC’s –Dave Whitmer

· The committee reviewed and discussed a draft survey from DPR to all CAC’s.  The survey was intended to elicit comments regarding the level of outreach that is being provided by counties to protect federally listed species.  The consensus of the committee was to ask regional deputy groups to meet with DPR staff to gather this information.

Additional Agenda Items – Dave Whitmer
· The Department is working towards the availability of online transactions for licenses.

· License cards issued by the department will transition from the embossed style to a flat type card.  It was noted that counties still use embossing machines when registering licensees.  Sacramento County volunteered to host a demonstration for DPR personnel involved with this transition.
· Nan Gorder wants to discuss the proposed ERR revisions with the PRAC in the near future.  It was suggested that the PUE deputy groups review the proposal and provide comments also.
