I. Call to Oder @ 8:00 AM - EXECUTIVE SESSION – Jerry Prieto, President

Taken out of order:

a.
There was discussion over how fees supporting structural fumigation inspections could impact existing funding if counted toward the Mill Assessment distribution. There is also concern that fees paid by industry for structural fumigation inspections should augment inspections rather than replace existing funding. It was M/S/C (19 to 12 vote) to remove the restriction in CCR section 6393 (b) (8) that indicates “counties receiving funds under the provisions of Business and Professions Code section 8698.5 for structural fumigation enforcement shall only receive mill assessment funds from this apportionment after deducting the amount of funds received pursuant to section 8698.5”.  It was then M/S/C (unanimously) for the Mill Dispersal subcommittee to look at regulations to ensure there is no double dipping of the Mill Dispersal. This evaluation was to be done in a manner that it could be incorporated in the current regulation.

b. Mary Pfeiffer/ Dan Webb AUDIT Committee Report:  Some of the individuals approached about conducting an audit have indicated not all organizations require an expensive in depth audit. They have suggested more of a fiscal review, making sure non-profit tax filings are up to date, performed in a timely manner, and funds are handled properly. Specific individuals and their qualifications were discussed as potential sources for an independent fiscal review. Dan Webb will subcontract for the review. Members of the Audit Committee will meet with a potential candidate. John Gardner will take Ed Layaye’s position on the Audit Committee.

c. Executive Director Report-
i. DPR has run a two year check of a county to get an example of the impacts of their SB90 discussion at the last Interim Meeting
ii. There was a detailed discussion of AB1713. M/S/C to authorize in the negotiations regarding funding, for PUE to be lowered if found necessary to a level of no lower than $10 million. The association members also verbally agreed to give Dan some flexibility on other issues in the bill. Dan indicated he would keep the Board of Directors and Association updated via conference calls.
