I. Call to Order – Jerry Prieto, President

The meeting started with a presentation of colors by the Marine Corps Color Guard. 

II. Roll Call of Counties – Ed Meyer, Executive Secretary

All but four counties represented. 
III. General Session Opening Remarks – Jerry Prieto, President 
President Prieto welcome the audience to Fresno County and briefly outlined the events of the week and the challenges to be discussed. He then introduced our guest speakers.

IV. Welcome to Fresno: Supervisor Bob Waterston, Chair of Fresno County Board of Supervisors welcomed us to the Number 1 Ag production county in the country. He recognized our role and noted that we would be discussing many of the issues that are of foremost concern to the industry in his county.
V. CDFA Welcome: Undersecretary George Gomes explained that Secretary Kawamura was attending his daughters graduation on the East Coast. He introduced Kevin Masuhara, who has been selected to replace Ed Williams as the new Commissioner Liaison. 
Undersecretary Gomes then discussed the efforts being made in the development of the new Farm Bill. He pointed out that 56% of the Farm Bill is directed at nutrition and has little to do with the agricultural industry, 11% deals with conservation title and less than 25% deals with commodities. Nevertheless the public thinks of the Farm Bill as subsidies for Farmers. 

VI. CDPR Director Mary Ann Warmerdam- Director Warmerdam was tied up in traffic and was not able to present her welcome during Board of Directors. Notes from her comments later in the day have been inserted at the bottom of these minutes.

CDPR Director Mary Ann Warmerdam- In the afternoon Director Warmerdam welcomed the Association to the conference and discussed CDPR issues of particular interest.  She felt the Statewide Tailgate Listening Sessions with industry had been informative. She also felt the level of consistency statewide with regard to CAC enforcement has improved due to implementation of the Enforcement Response Regulations. Feedback is being received from others that the CACs are doing a great job in executing the statewide enforcement program. We must continue to strive for Zero Tolerance with regard to major ag and urban pesticide incidents. 

Director Warmerdam was pleased with CDPRs budget and the reaction from the Governor’s office, specifically that she will be able to allocate funds for enforcement and the pesticide alliance grant program. She thanked the CAC for their participation and recommendations with regard to the VOC Draft Regulations. She also thanked the Fresno and Tulare CAC staff for their cooperation and efforts with regard to the Environmental Justice project in Fresno County. The CACs were helpful with navigating the local politics. 
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
