Call to Order – Open Session

Special Recognition
a. Life Membership

Jerry was recognized for his years of dedicated service with a sincere round of applause. 

b. Senator Farr

However DPR has proposed changes for claims that would require other offsetting revenue, such as unclaimed gas tax, to be used, thereby violating the mandate. e. Legislation Committee
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA recognize selected members of the House of Representatives including Rep. Sam Farr, Rep. Jim Costa and Rep. Dennis Cardoza and members of the United States Senate for their ongoing work on federal funding for pest detection and pest exclusion programs administered by county agricultural commissioners within the State of California.
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA oppose unless amended AB 2168 (Jones) and that CACASA 1) support the original health & safety code changes to the original bill and 2) recommend removal of amendments to the Food & Agricultural Code as currently stated in AB 2168.
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA support SB 1723 (Maldonado) regarding pesticide container recycling.

It was M/S/C that the Board of Directors approve the following slate of 2008-09 Officers: Mike Boitano, President; Scott Hudson, President-elect; Bob Atkins, Vice-President of Agricultural Affairs; Bill Stephans, Vice-President of Weights & Measures Affairs; and Mark Quisenberry, Executive Secretary.
i. Nursery, Seed & Apiary Committee

No Action Items

j. Personnel Standards Committee
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA move to not seek/pursue a legislative solution to allow applicants with less than a 4-year degree be eligible for Ag Biologist exams.

k. Pest Prevention Committee

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA support the proposed use of current federal pest exclusion funding to fund dog teams in Contra Costa, San Bernardino, San Diego, and Sacramento Counties with a shortfall to be funded from State HRPE funding.

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that the President of CACASA prepare and send a letter to Homeland Security – Customs Border Protection requesting notification to CDFA and the applicable County Agricultural Commissioner of interceptions of prohibited plant materials at points of entry to facilitate placement of pest detection traps in the vicinity of shipment destinations.
l. Pesticide Regulatory Affairs Committee
It was M/S/P that the Board accepts the recommendation to allow the AgGIS residual mill funding to be funding disbursed over a two year period.
m. Specifications & Tolerances Committee
It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors forward a proposal to the Western Weights and Measures Association Conference to amend General Code paragraph G-UR.4.1., Maintenance of Equipment, to include: “For measuring devices, the term “predominantly” applies to any single product, grade, service level, or payment method, with errors in favor of the device owner or user.”
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It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors that Area Groups work with the Division of Measurement Standards to improve monthly reports by automating them, to assure an accurate and consistent record of inspections and the types of violations found, and present the recommendations to CACASA for approval.  
It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors that Area Groups and the Division of Measurement Standards do a complete review of the Examination Procedures Outline to assure it is consistent with the California Business and Profession Code and California Code of Regulations, checking for shortcuts taken due to lack of funding, and incorporate this information into the recommendations for funding authority in Business and Profession Code section12240.

n. Standardization and Statistics Committee
It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors request that the Secretary appoint Ruben Arroyo as the CACASA representative on the Standardization Advisory Committee.

It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors adopt the Disbursement of Shell Egg Assessment Funds MOU for the distribution of the shell egg assessment funds between the CDFA and the counties.
o. Weed & Vertebrate Committee
It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors approve the release of the Map Services website sponsored and maintained by CDFA for A-rated weeds and their associated mapping to the entire Association.

It was M/S/C that the Board of Directors formally adopt the “Draft” Ethical Conduct Process contained in the Association’s Bylaws.

M/S/P  to recommend to the CACASA Board of Directors that CCR 4802 be amended with respect to the definition of repeat violations to pattern it after CCR FAC 1371.1.

Discussion: Correction that FAC should be CCR. It was M/S/C to approve the Motion with the correction.
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c. Pest Prevention Committee
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA recommend to CDFA the placement of a dog team plant material detection team for pest exclusion activities in each of Sacramento and San Diego Counties.

Discussion: Change . . . placement of a plant material detection team. . . to . . . placement of a dog team. . . It was M/S/C to approve the Motion with the corrections.
