Old Business

A. Mill Initiative Project Progress Reports 

1. LA County Fiscal Management -


Kurt Floren reported that $889,774 had been transferred from DPR 
to LA County on June 30, 2006.  To date, $96,000 had been 
transferred to Statewide Soft as the only distribution from the fund.

Earl McPhail and Ada Ann Scott reported that data for each county had 
been sent out.  Counties will receive this same report each year to help 
develop their workplan.

Hearing Officer Training

Regina Sarracino reported that DPR is in the process of contracting with 
McGeorge School of Law to provide training.  Regina expects training to 
begin this spring. 
M/S/C To recommend that the Board of Directors direct the Mill Tax Subcommittee to review the need for the $55,000 set aside for Hearing Officer training with DPR and report back at the interim meeting in February.
H. Restricted Permit Training.

Scott Paulsen reported that 10 training sessions have been planned 
throughout the state.  The first one was held November 7.
I. Enforcement Response Regulations Status.

Scott Paulsen reported that the regulations had been sent to OAL on 
October 17.  The anticipated effective date is December 1. 
J. Structural Issues Update.


Kelli Okuma of the Structural Pest Control Board and Kathy Boyle 
provided a handout of current issues (Attached).


Kelli reported that the Structural Pest Control Board is in the process of 
developing a method of testing applicants by computer using a third party 
vendor.  This would eliminate the need for Ag Commissioners to test 
applicants.  The development process may take a year or more.
K. Annual Workplan Review/Evaluation


Scott Paulsen reviewed the history and timeline for development of annual 
workplans.  Workplans are due by September 30.

B. Pesticide Use Reporting Contract Reimbursement Rate.


Harry Krug and Dave Duncan reviewed the history of the Data Entry 
Contracts.  Several Commissioners described previous cost studies. 
M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors request that DPR raise the reimbursement rate to $0.50 per line.  Electronic submissions would also be reimbursed at this rate.

A 
subcommittee of Earl McPhail, Frank Carl, Eric Lauritzen, Bob Rolan and 
Steve Hajik will work with DPR and DIR on this project.
