I. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by President McPhail at 3:03 p.m.
II. Old (Unfinished) Business

a. Executive Director update – Webb
Dan gave an update on the status of CACASA.org: CACASA now owns website and Dan is now in the process of updating the site; as discussed at the Winter Conference, the Energy Commission offered the Sealers up to $250K to assist in a fuel temperature compensation survey. Based upon the number of registered devices this would equate to approximately $2.50 per device. After some discussion a working group (VP- Akins, L&R – Floren and S&T – Robinson) was assigned to address; Dan will also send a salary/benefits survey out shortly. 

III. New Business

a. CDFA Budget  – McPhail
President McPhail discussed A.G.’s budget conference call and his additional discussions with A.G. - no local programs will be cut for now. RIFA and Diaprepes programs will become casualties on July 1, 2008.

b. CDFA Budget Reduction Meetings – Boitano
Mike had his first quarterly meeting with Mary-Ann Warmerdam and discusses VOC’s budgets and IT. Scott Hudson will participate in development of a report card regarding the Enforcement Response Regulation, due in late-2008.
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Mike also met with A.G. Kawamura and George Gomes and discussed the local issues regarding LBAM and development of an UGT committee to review the CalTRANS formula. A.G. will support the Personnel Standards recommendations as long as his department staff is comfortable with the proposal.  

c. CACASA/CDFA proposals for USDA Cooperative Agreements
(2008 Omnibus Budget Appropriations Bill) – Van Wassenhove
With $737K to fund two additional dog teams in Northern and Southern California Helene Wright suggested that the funding mirror California’s fiscal year, not the federal FY. It was M/S/C to approve in concept expansion of two additional dog teams, one-north and one-south, under cooperative agreements beginning July 1, 2008. Fresno is pursuing training of their dog team.
With the federal emphasis on dog teams and accessibility to U.S post Offices, there will be less funding for rural residential pest detection trapping. It was M/S/C to approve in concept, creation of a cooperative agreement for rural residential pest detection trapping of $618,639 beginning July 1, 2008.

d.
CACASA's Unclaimed Gas Tax Study, status of – Quisenberry

Questions about the Study were raised for the ES to ask; issue to be addressed at the February 2008 Interim. 

President McPhail discussed with A.G. the necessity to revisit the CalTRANs formula; A.G. agreed to do so after July 1, 2008. Any increases would be possible with the April 2009 distribution, with the caveat to negotiate for contract forwarding. In lean fiscal years there is the possibility that local funding might be cut and 1713 used to backfill state general fund obligations. The CACASA/Industry working group initiated is expected to meet soon and address this and other issues.
