Committee Reports Consent Agenda

It was M/S/C to approve the following committee motions: 


Finance Committee

It was M/S/C that the Board of Directors approves the official CACASA address as that of our Executive Directors and directs the Executive Director to assume categorizing invoices and Bank of America deposits in concert with the Executive Secretary. 

Information Management Policy & Analysis Committee

It was M/S/C to amend the existing Computer Users Group (Shasta lead) website project to allow Kings County to work with them to obtain a website hosting account, register the domain name and purchase backup, restoration and site mitigation software to maintain the site.

Laws & Regulations Committee

M/S/P
Request the Board of Directors direct the Legislative Committee pursue legislation to amend Business and Professions Code Section 12733 to require a weighmaster certificate be issued when salvage metals are sold by deleting the last sentence in that statute.
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Laws & Regulations Committee, continued

M/S/P
That a letter be written by CACASA requesting that the California Department of Conservation amend their signage regulation to include a posting of per-container California Redemption Value (CRV) be incorporated into the mandatory posting specified in Public Resources Code, Division 12.1, Chapter 6, Section 14570 and to seek clarification/verification of the Department’s enforcement authority regarding charging by retailer of higher than approved CRV rates.

That each area group appoint a member to a working group formed to draft a legislative proposal addressing the sunset of Business and Professions Code Section 13350. 

Legislation Committee

It was M/S/C to recommend to the Board of directors that CACASA sponsor state legislation regarding price scanner sunset issues related to Business and Professions Code section 13350.

Long Range Planning Committee
It was M/S/C to recommend that the Board of Directors modify the Association Bylaws to designate the VP of Ag as the person responsible for tracking and arranging for Association presence at the CSAC, NACO, RCRC and State Board of Agriculture meetings.

It was M/S/C to recommend to the Board of Directors that the President establish from existing committees or establish a new committee to review periodically, Association MOU’s with the appropriate agency (-ies).
Personnel Standards Committee

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that the exam process for Deputy/Commissioner/Sealer follow the recommendation of the exam review committee, to be effective beginning with the 2008 exams.

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that the proposal for minimum qualifications for County Agricultural Biologist/Inspector Exams, identified as the Coast/Sac Valley proposal, be submitted to CDFA as CACASA’s recommendation.

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that the California Association of Standards and Agricultural Professions (CASAP) revised Constitution and Bylaws be approved.
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Personnel Standards Committee, continued

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that the CACASA Handbook be modified to add page 46 to memorialize the Special Achievement and Manager Awards Calendar.

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that the proposal and/or concept for modifying the Agriculture and Weights and Measures Licensing/Examination Fees be forwarded to CDFA for their consideration.

MSP to recommend to the Board of Directors that we recommend to CDFA that success in the written exam for Deputy/Commissioner/Sealer be effective for 5 years instead of the current 2 years for purposes of applying for the oral Deputy/Commissioner/Sealer Exam.

Pest Prevention Committee

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA accept the proposed High Risk Pest Exclusion Funding distribution plan funding -008 Plant Truck Shipment, Air Freight and Air Freight Forwarded, and beehive inspection workplans at a 100-percent rate; funding carrier-specific parcel terminal inspection workplans below $4,000 at a 100-percent rate; and the balance of available funds (approximately $503K) to be apportioned proportionally to remaining parcel inspection workplans regarding California Overnight, DHL, and FedEx facilities.
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA request Fresno County to pursue USDA certification of the plant material inspection dog and handler under its management by June 2008 and that CACASA seek the assistance of USDA in securing permission and authorization from the U.S. Postal Service for county-based dog teams to enter its facilities to perform plant shipment inspection/pest exclusion activities.

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that all Area Groups be instructed to review, evaluate and provide comments and positions regarding the proposed draft GWSS Nursery Stock Approved Treatment Protocol to the Pest Prevention Committee Chair prior to the CACASA February 2008 Interim meeting.
