b. Community Guide update – Chris Reardon 
It will be released within the next thirty days; a copy will be sent to all CAC offices, public libraries and on the DPR website. 
IV. New Business

a. MITC suggested permit conditions update – Sue Edmiston
· Conditions are on hold indefinitely due to language issues and overlap with VOC issues; the department is reviewing CAC and other stakeholder comments; no time frame for completion at this point.

b. Relaying information containing personal and confidential information – George Farnsworth
· Re: “Information Practices Act”: DPR has concern over how personal health information related to pesticide incidents (name, address, social security number, etc.) is being exchanged between counties and the department, specifically, by email;

· Email systems are not encrypted, subject to “hackers”; information may be routed incorrectly;
· Five counties (Sacramento, Madera, Shasta, Ventura, and Monterey) will be given an account in DPR’s email system to test the feasibility of utilizing that system for transmission of personal information.

c. Enforcement Branch Update – Roy Rutz

· Compendium: some volumes are still being worked on; Vol. 8 (Policies & Procedures) will allow cross-indexing by the section of law/regulation and by subject matter; this may not be available for another year.  Vol. 3, (Permitting) has some changes related to “operator of the property”; issues that have arisen during the LBAM program. 
· Revision of inspection forms due to regulatory changes; drafts have been circulated; area groups are requested to review the proposed changes and comment to the department by mid-March.
· Hearing officer updates still a work in progress.  The compendium is considered a long-term project and accuracy is a priority.

· Tank mixes with conflicting label statements: not permissible.
d. REI for Sulfur – Linda O’Connell
· Department is proposing to amend CCR 6772, sulfur reentry for grapes

· Currently 3 days between May 15 and end of harvest in 8 counties (Fresno, Kern, Kings, Madera San Joaquin, Stanislaus, Tulare); also a 3 day reentry interval in Riverside Co. for March-April applications

· Proposal is to maintain 3 day reentry interval as noted but only when temperatures are 90 degrees and above; may also require ambient air temperature monitoring during those months
· DPR will send out the proposed language to the nine counties for comments

e. New Respirator Regulations/Cartridge Replacement – Harvard Fong

· Many questions have been generated especially regarding the voluntary respiratory provision

· A new one page Q&A handout has been prepared to help clarify the new requirements; will be sent out to all departments by email
· WH&S is available to provide additional respiratory training upon request
