I. Call to Order – Open Session

President Boitano called the meeting to order at 3:05 p.m.

II. Approval of Minutes 
It was M/S/C to approve the Board of Directors Minutes of October 14, 2008 and November 3, 2008 (with a November 25, 2008 amendment).
III. Old (Unfinished) Business

a. It was M/S/C to increase the Winter and Spring Conference registration fees to $250 each and eliminate the Interim Meetings fees. 

It was also M/S/C to eliminate staff registration fees.

It was M/S/C to pay registration fees in advance of each conference.

b. It was M/S/C that the Association President and Dean contact all newly appointed Agricultural Commissioners/Sealers immediately after their appointment to congratulate and welcome them to the Association.
c. Kurt Floren and John Gardner gave a status report on the computer upgrades from the Residual Pesticide Mill Fund Trust Account; progressing favorably. It was agreed that counties receiving funds to purchase their own computers are obligated to send a copy of their purchase invoice to the Executive Secretary to fulfill the mandates of the Trust.
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d. The Pesticide Mill Disbursement Subcommittee will meet with DPR prior to the February Interim to discuss ongoing costs of the computer project.
e. Association Record Retention Policy
1.
Because of numerous county ordinances already in place, DPR is 
reluctant on establishing a policy. A White Paper drafted by Mona 
Montano is to be reviewed by a few members (Lauritzen, Birdsall) 
and Jim Shattuck regarding establishing an Association policy on 
the retention of county records. 
2.
Regarding the Sacramento Valley Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Area Group recommendation that CDFA provide guidelines for a county record retention policy, Kevin Masuhara will address the issue and reply shortly. 
3.
Regarding the Sacramento Valley Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Area Group recommendation that the Association keeps records for no more than 10-years, except for historical records of significance, the Executive Secretary will solicit a bid to digitize past minutes. President Boitano will seek support from past members to review the historical records.
IV. New Business

a. It was M/S/C to delete within CACASA’s Bylaws Article III, Section 3, the last sentence in reference to Article XIV as it does not exist. 

b. The Legislative Committee will formally establish a DC Subcommittee regarding federal issues in conjunction with our Federal Legislative Advocate.
c. Regarding the Sacramento Valley Agricultural Commissioners and Sealers Area Group recommendation that a CACASA representative attend the California Rural Crime Prevention Task Force (CRCPTF) meetings, and appoint an Association member as CACASA’s representative, It was M/S/C to draft a letter of concern regarding the elimination of the CRCPTF as considered in the Governor’s proposed budget (Gary Kunkel volunteered to draft the letter).
It was M/S/C that the Association applies for CRCPTF membership in the President’s name.

V. Additional Agenda Items
a. Due to Area Group scheduling conflicts it was suggested that Regional Area Group Chairs and the Liaisons meet and draft Area Group meeting schedules at the August Interim. 
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b. It was M/S/C to authorize Glenn County to administer the AgGIS project for CACASA for the 2008-09 and 2009-10 fiscal years, and to further authorize the Glenn County Ag Commissioner to allocate the funding identified in the mill disbursement process for work performed on the program.
c. Mark Quisenberry requested of Bob Nichols the collection of a CACASA (Safeway) Trust Administrative Fee. It was M/S/C to request a 2-percent administrative fee for managing the Fund.  

d. It was M/S/C to pay the Webinar contract from the Residual Mill Fund as a project; up to $6,000.
e. It was M/S/C to draft a letter to President-elect Obama’s transition committee in support of Karen Ross as USDA Undersecretary (Eric Lauritzen and Dave Whitmer volunteered to draft the letter).

VI. Executive (Closed) Session
a. The Residual Mill Project procedures were readdressed; lead persons are Frank Carl and Kurt Floren.
b. Regarding Ag Commissioner recruitment, members of the Personnel and Legislative Committees (Carl, Lockhart, Mahan, Niswander and Pfeiffer) and the Liaisons will draft a White Paper on the subject. Thereafter, a CACASA delegation, along with CDFA and DPR, will approach CSAC on the subject.
c. It was M/S/C to move forward this year with UGT negotiations with CDFA and DOT that include augmentations.

It was M/S/C to reconvene the UGT Committee to draft appropriate 
contract language regarding UGT with a recommendation to the 
Board of Directors.
