I. 
Call to Order – Open Session

President Boitano called the meeting to order at 8:05 a.m.
II.
New Business


Steve Birdsall discussed the necessity to maintain a close relationship with 
CSAC and RCRC. It was M/S/C that the Executive Board meet and confer 
with CSAC and RCRC prior to the February Interim if possible. 

It was M/S/C that the entire Board of Directors meet and confer with CSAC 
and RCRC at their annual conferences. 

III.
Committee Reports Consent Agenda

It was M/S/C to approve the following committee motions: 

Ethics Committee
It was M/S/C to the Board of Directors that the President or his/her 
designee contacts Ag Commissioner/Sealers who were unable to attend a 
recent CACASA, CDFA Secretary or DPR Director conference regarding 
assistance needed to attend future meetings of the Association. 
Finance Committee
It was M/S/C that the Board of Directors increases our State Legislative Advocate expenditures by 5-percent, beginning with the 2009-2010 legislative year (January 1, 2009), for cost-of-living increases.
It was M/S/C to request that the Board of Directors increase the yearly President stipend from $750 to $1,000, beginning with the FY2009-2010 fiscal year, because of the President’s increased meeting costs.
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Laws & Regulations Committee

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA seek an exemption from hazardous material placarding requirements in the Motor Vehicle Code for fuel meter test vehicles operated by weights and measures officials. 
Long Range Planning Committee
It was M/S/C to recommend to the Board of Directors that President

Boitano enter into a contract of approximately $1500 with Joseph 

McIntyre to facilitate the LRPC retreat in January 2009. 
Pesticide Regulatory Affairs Committee

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that we distribute the gas tax portion that is the $9Million allocation to DPR according to our gas tax formula that is based on pesticide use enforcement activities.

It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors to fund a total of $6,000 from the residual mill to purchase servers for Tuolumne and Tehama counties for the RMMS program.

Weed & Vertebrate Committee 

It was M/S/P to request that the Board of Directors accept the Committee’s proposed modification to Item One of the San Joaquin Valley’s (2008) draft Weed Management Area’s requirements so that it reads, “A current Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) shall be in place which includes participating weed management entities within its geographic region or area (CDFA should have a copy of the MOU on file).  To be considered “current”, the MOU should be reaffirmed by the signatories at least every 5 years.”
It was M/S/P to request that the Board of Directors accept the Committee’s proposed modification to Item Four of the San Joaquin Valley’s (2008) draft Weed Management Area’s requirement so that it reads, “Each WMA shall have, at a minimum, one official meeting annually with representation from signatories on the MOU as well as other stakeholders and interested parties.”
It was M/S/P to request that the Board of Directors recommend to CDFA the establishment of a requirement that mandates each WMA to have a signed MOU in place for one CDFA funding cycle to be eligible for CDFA funding.
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Weed & Vertebrate Committee, continued 

It was M/S/P to request that the Board of Directors recommend that the Pest Rating Committee establish a “B” rating for Stinkwort (Dittrichia graveolens).
It was M/S/P to recommend to the Board of Directors that CACASA draft a letter to both the California Department of Fish and Game and the U.S. Wildlife Service requesting that CACASA be included in all discussions regarding the establishment of endangered species ranges for the California Condor and the San Joaquin Kit Fox so that the implications of these ranges can be conveyed.

Committee Reports for Discussion or Removed from Consent Agenda
a. Conference Committee

It was M/S/C to recommend to the Board of Directors that the Association moves to a four-day conference schedule beginning with the 2009 Winter Conference, and that the Area Groups discuss and develop the format for the 2010 Spring Conference.
b. Specifications & Tolerances Committee
It was M/S/P to recommend that the Board of Directors that the Association write a letter to the California Energy Commission supporting the conclusions of the draft CEC Report regarding 

automated temperature compensation. 

c. Finance Committee
It was M/S/C that the Board of Directors directs the IMPAC Chair and a member of the Conference Committee appointed by that chair to coordinate activities of the Computer Users Conference with the Computer Users Conference Chair.  

d. Nursery, Seed & Apiary Committee
It was M/S/P to recommend that a subcommittee of the Nursery, Seed & Apiary Committee work with CDFA to review the procedures currently used to perform colony strength inspections in an effort to create uniform statewide inspection standards, and to develop an MOU that County Agricultural Commissioners may use when sharing resources for colony bee strength inspections.
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e. Residual Mill Subcommittee

It was M/S/C to approve use of the residual mill to fund the Webinar contract.
